REWARD OFFERED FOR INFORMATION LEASDING TO ARREST 

OF SUSPECTS INVOLVED IN HAYDEN PHARMACY ROBBERY 
 

 

HAYDEN, ID – November 26, 2008, Crime Stoppers of the Inland Northwest is offering a cash reward for 

information leading to the arrest of the suspects responsible for a pharmacy robbery that occurred in the City of 

Hayden on November 25, 2008.   

 

The Kootenai County Sheriff’s Department is investigating the pharmacy robbery that occurred at the Medicine 

Man Pharmacy located at 8093 N. Cornerstone Drive in Hayden, Idaho.  

 

At about 6:00 p.m. on Tuesday, two white male suspects wearing black clothing and dark ski masks entered the 

business brandishing handguns and demanded the employees give them Oxycontin.  Both suspects were described 

as white males in their early 20’s with what appeared to be dark colored hair.  One male was described as 

approximately 6’04” and 180lbs.  The other was described as 6’00” and 210lbs. 

 

Crime Stoppers of the Inland Northwest and law enforcement officials are asking for the public’s assistance by 

offering the reward for any information that will help solve this crime.   

 

All information received through Crime Stoppers of the Inland Northwest is kept completely confidential.  Callers 

do not have to give their names or appear in court.  The Crime Stoppers of the Inland Northwest tip line does not 

use any tape recording or caller ID devices.
