The Kootenai County Sheriff's Department has revoked the marine event permit issued for the "River Rat Rage 2008" event scheduled on August 2, 2008, on the grounds that the event has been publicly advertised in a manner exceeding the scope of the permit application, and in violation of Idaho law.  Specifically, the event has been publicly advertised that a band will be performing, which was expressly precluded from occurring on water under the terms of the permit.  Additionally, the County has not issued a permit for the event to occur on land, which is required by County Ordinance.  Also, the event has been publicly advertised to solicit attendees to operate their boats in a manner that may exceed the noise decibel level allowed by law.  

The applicants do have the right to appeal the revocation to the Kootenai County Sheriff's Department.
